a)   assists individual adherents in achieving inner peace.
b)   contributes to world peace.



	BIBLIOGRAPHICAL REQUIREMENTS:

You must include a list of all references including any work cited from the internet.

Refer to page 13 and 14 of the school diary for the correct manner of referencing sources. 
It is recommended that you refer to at least five sources drawn from Muslim scholarship where possible be used as the basis for this discussion.

	LATE PENALTIES
