Worksheet 5.1—The Silk Road
1
The Great Wall begins on the coast at the northern end of the East China Sea. It winds in a generally westward direction ending on the eastern edge of the Asia’s central desert country.

2
The Great Wall would have provided travellers with some protection against attack by peoples from the north. Also the road would have been within ‘reach’ of guards on the wall if there were any problems. As well, the direction of the wall through what was becoming mountainous terrain would have provided some idea of a route to follow.

3
Mountainous country and deserts. Mountains would have been difficult to navigate, especially if dragging carts or similar; heavy rains might flood low crossings between mountains. Deserts would have had extremes of temperatures (hot by day and cold by night), providing little protection against the elements, few water sources and minimal food sources. Deserts, in particular, made travellers easy targets for robbers.

China, Khazakstan, Uzbekistan, Kyrgystan, Turkmenistan, Afghanistan, Pakistan, Tajikistan, India, Bangladesh, Myanmar, Iran, Iraq, Syria, Lebanon, Kuwait. Some students may also suggest lower parts of Mongolia, but most of Mongolia is north of the Great Wall.
