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Worksheet 3.2—A long road to equality
On pages 66 to 70 of the textbook, we read about the organisation of society in ancient Greece, and the role played by citizens and non-citizens. We also learned about the differences between the roles of men and women. 

Things have certainly changed for women in Australia today. Play the board game on the next page in groups of three or four to find out some of the ways that have improved their compared with their ancient Greek ‘sisters’.
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Enlarge the board game on the following page on a photocopier and then paste it onto card. You will also need a dice and board markers. 

Here are the rules of the game:

1
Use only one dice (i.e. maximum move of 6 places).

2
Take turns to throw the dice and move.

3
Start on the square marked ‘Off and running’. Throw the dice to decide who throws first (the person with the highest score. If two people throw the same score, toss the dice again).
4
As each player lands on a square, he or she reads aloud the milestone achieved that year for women in Australia.

5
Anyone landing on a blue-shaded square must move back 6 places.

6
The first person to land on the ‘Nearly there’ square with one throw of the dice wins the game. Until then, a player must stay where he or she is until, on his or her turn, the exact number required is thrown.

In your groups, after playing this game, discuss what most surprised you about the long road to equality for women in Australia.
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
