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Oxford HSC English is a very comprehensive and highly recommended resource for teachers of Year 12 English and/or textbook for Year 12 English students.  The text begins with a very detailed study of what the HSC course is about and how the exam paper is set out.  It goes through detailed advice at how to succeed in English at this level including features such as; unpacking the rubric, how to incorporate personal response in extended responses and how to effectively use literary theory.  The rest of Part 1 details effective ways to succeed in the HSC English course.  The chapters are very comprehensive on language forms and features; context, purpose and audience; characters, settings, themes and values; and responding to and composing texts.  These chapters have good explanations, examples and some activities to use in the classroom to ensure students can respond and compose in a skillful way.  
The text conditions in three areas:

Area of Study:  Standard and Advanced English

This part includes a detailed section on the Area of Study which advice on how to answer Section 1, Section 2 creative response and structure an extended response using prescribed and related text(s) for Section 3.  There are detailed chapters on The Crucible by Arthur Miller, Rainbow’s End by Jane Harrison, Romulus, my father by Raimond Gaita and Immigrant Chronicle by Peter Skrznecki.
Modules for Standard English

This part includes explanation of the different modules and separate chapters on the following texts; Banjo Paterson Collected Verse, Speeches, The Curious Incident of the Dog in the Night-Time by Mark Haddon, War Poems by Wilfred Owen, Billy Elliot by Stephen Daldry and The Story of Tom Brennan by J C Burke.
