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Summary

The 2025 dataset

A total of 46,771 children'’s stories (3,475,264 words) were collected this year through Writing

Legends. Most stories were submitted by students in mid- to late-primary year levels.

classified by gender.

Note: This wordlist excludes the word part “n't", which is treated as a word by Sketch Engine. It

was originally ranked #31 in this high-frequency list, with a total of 14,472 instances in the list.

The wordlist is very stable year-on-year. Words that have changed significantly have been

bolded. Some of the words that have changed significantly in frequency may have been affected

by the writing prompts.

Thematic clusters

Trending words in this year's dataset were organised into thematic clusters. This helps to

evidence where there is a strong argument for a particular word of the year, in terms of its

conceptual weight and its similarity to other trending words. Proper nouns, trademarks, and

words with unclear meaning were removed from this analysis as they would not be chosen as

words of the year. Slang words have been included within their own thematic cluster for 2025.

Health
Students are writing about health and how important it is to look after yourself so that you
grow up healthy and strong. They wrote about eating well, exercising and playing sport so

that you can become fit, healthy and strong. Words such as “vitamin”, “exercise”, “energy”

and “muscle” had an increase in frequency.

Emotion and connection

Students are writing about their emotions and relationships, and the ways in which they
connect with others. Words such as “love”, “teamwork”, “community” and “confidence”
increased in frequency. But words such as “doubt” and “pressure” were also more frequent.
The notable slang words that appeared in students’ writing related to how students may

perceive each other and relate to each other, for example, “sigma”, “bff” and “bestie”.

Society and learning

Students are writing about information and how they understand and digest it. Words such
as “fact”, “opinion”, “research” and “exploration” increased in frequency, which could be a
result of the current media and social media landscape. Students get most of their
information about society from social media, which often raises the question about whether

something is factual or not.

Environment and nature

Pollution and the environment continue to be topics that students are concerned with,

nou

particularly the impact on animals and the ocean. Words such as “ecosystem”, “adaptation”,

“pollution”, “recycling” and “extinct” increased in frequency, which suggests an interest in

how ecosystems and animals adapt and survive in the students’ writing.



2025 CWOTY shortlist

Several CWOTY candidates are presented below. Using the Word Sketch function of Sketch
Engine, a range of examples of usage are given for each, along with some brief narrative detail
about what this appears to show about the way children are using language.

The words below were selected for the breadth and significance of their usage within the
dataset. Words that appeared to have a close relationship with one or more Writing Legends
prompts were also filtered out, in order to give the best chance of selecting words that reflect
students’ interests, rather than the topics they were instructed to write about. For more
information about the data used in the selection process, see the Appendices.

Exercise

Statistics: The word “exercise” appeared 176.98% more frequently in students’ writing in 2025
compared to 2020-2024, a total of 334 times.

Usage: Students are writing about exercise as an activity that is good for you and that you
should be doing. Concepts such as health, wellness and sport were some of the topics within
which exercise was discussed. Students seem to find exercise to be important for improving
their wellbeing and helping them grow strong, and they find it fun especially in the context of

playing sport.

Themes: Exercise and wellbeing are popular topics across the media, particularly with the rise of
social media health/gym influencers, which may be influencing students’ usage of this word. This
link is particularly striking when considering that Gen Z is often referred to as “the healthiest
generation ever” in the news. Students are likely also taught about the importance of exercise

from adults in their life and through their health and physical education subjects at school.

Vitamin

Statistics: The word “vitamin” appeared 1133.41% more frequently in students’ writing in 2025
compared to 2020-2024, a total of 363 times.

Usage: Students are writing about vitamins as something that is essential and often in relation to
them being healthy, energising and good for your body. They have often been written about in
the context of the importance of eating fruits and vegetables to stay healthy. They have written

about vitamins, fruit and vegetables from a very positive perspective.

Themes: Students may have been influenced by the fact that vitamins and supplements are now
a common item found across supermarkets and are often advertised or promoted by influencers
across social media. It is also striking that “biohack” was a shortlist word for Oxford University

Press’ Word of the Year in the UK. This seems to suggest that students’ writing may be influenced

by what they're seeing the adults in their lives adopt to try and optimise their health.

Diet

Statistics: The word “diet” appeared 154.37% more frequently in students’ writing in 2025
compared to 2020-2024, a total of 157 times.

Usage: Students are writing about diet as being an important part of life. They have written
about this regarding both humans and animals. When discussing humans, students have written
about how having a good diet can improve your health and fitness, and that fruit is essential to

your diet. They have also written about the importance of a well-balanced diet.

Themes: Nutrition and diet are popular topics across social media, with younger generations
seeming to take a big interest in what their consuming. This may be evident in the fact that it's

now a common occurrence for there to be a “food trend” going viral on social media platforms.



Discussions about diet and the importance of eating healthy could also be something students

are being taught as they grow up.

Skin

Statistics: The word “skin” appeared 140.11% more frequently in students’ writing in 2025
compared to 2020-2024, a total of 1042 times.

Usage: Students are writing about skin in the context of both humans and animals. They have
written about skin as being a feature they notice in their parents but also as something that
needs to be taken care of. They have written about skincare and about using sunscreen to

protect your skin.

Themes: Skincare is a big industry and could be said to be as big as the makeup industry now. It
also seems to be an industry that is now advertised to younger customers and across social
media. This may suggest that there is now a bigger interest in caring for your skin than there has
been in the past, which may have influenced the students’ writing. Using sunscreen to protect
your skin is also a message that is consistently projected across media and is likely taught to the
students. Also, skin is often discussed in the context of aging with wrinkly skin being a sign of
getting older and that idea may have trickled down to the students from the discourse of adults

in their lives.

Muscle

Statistics: The word “muscle” appeared 127.07% more frequently in students’ writing in 2025
compared to 2020-2024, a total of 168 times.

Usage: Students are writing about muscles as being strong and as something that you need to
grow. They have been written about in the context of exercising, playing sport and eating fruit

and vegetables.

Themes: Across the media there have been discussions about Gen Z being “obsessed” with the
gym. This is likely due to the prevalence of fitness/gym influencers on social media. There are
discussions about how the focus has now turned more to going to the gym rather than playing
sport for younger generations. These types of discussions and social media content may have
influenced how students have used this word. They may have also been influenced by lessons

they've been taught about how eating well helps you grow strong.

Writing samples

"Eat vegatables so stay healthy and have vitamins. Wear a hat to protect you from the sun's
rays so you avoid getting burnt. Get lots of sleep to feel refreshed. Exercise daily to grow
muscles, keep fit and strengthen your bones."

Energy

Statistics: The word “energy” appeared 51.63% more frequently in students’ writing in 2025
compared to 2020-2024, a total of 319 times.

Usage: Students are writing about energy as something that you need and that it's something
you can lose. It has been written about in the context of things giving you energy or boosting

your energy, such as exercise, sport, sleep and food.



Themes: Energy is a concept that is closely linked to all of the other shortlist words and so is also
linked to the themes explored by those words. Students may have been taught that eating well is
important in giving them energy which they'll need to exercise and play sport. Although it may
also be interesting the consider that the importance students are placing on energy in their
writing may be influenced by the discourse in the media surrounding burnout and how Gen Z
are conscious of where they are using their energy and preserving it for activities they care

about.

Appendix 1: Word trends

To create a shortlist for the 2025 Children’s Word of the Year, a keyword analysis was run in

Sketch Engine, using the following steps:

e Two lists were generated - one using the standard “commonness” level of 1 and the
other using a “commonness” level of 10.

e Rare words were removed - any word that appeared in the 2025 corpus fewer than 50
times was deemed not to be “trending”.

e Alist of words that appeared in prompts was generated and all associated words were
removed from the list to attempt to “control” for the impact of prompts.

e Misspelled words and single letters were removed.

e The list was filtered for nouns only - this is to reflect that the word of the year would be

describing a concept (and thus would be a noun form of a word).

This analysis resulted in the list below.
